1. Four (4) copies of offer letter

Four (4) sets of all pages of passport to be copied: 
 

1) The front page of the passport to be copied only on one side of the A4-sized paper. 
2) The subsequent of every 4 pages of the passport may be copied on one side of the 

A4-sized paper. 
3) The validity of the passport must be more than 1 year.

7. Education Malaysia Global Services (EMGS) charges for VWR processing. 
 
Pre-Departure: 
Students are required to pay a full payment of RM 1134.00 for Student Pass processing 
fee, failing which your visa application will be refused.  
   
Upon Arrival:  
After the Student Pass application is approved, the students will be required to pay RM 
100-RM 200 for the Pass/Sticker fee, which will be issued by the Malaysian Immigration 
Department. 
 
All charges related to the student pass/visa are payable in cash to the Student Pass Unit, 
Centre for International Affairs, UniMAP, which in turn, will make the payment to the 
Malaysian Immigration Department.
